Some of the data from one of the questionraires
which are the basis for this book were dso used in a
“Letter to the Editor” by the same aithor, “ Effects on
Boy-Attraded Pedosexual Males of Viewing Boy Erot-
ica” which was published in Volume 33, Number 4,
pages 321-323 (August 2004) of the Archives of Sexual
Behavior.

Boy Erotica (BE): Either images or stories that portray
nudty or adivities of boys, singly or with aher
males, which are sexual in nature and erotic in
their effed.



Boy-attraded Pedosexual Maes (BPM, singular or
plural): Males who have asexua attraction to
boys, regardlessof whether or nat that attradion
is aded upon.Laws define boys as males less
than a spedfic age, usualy 18 bu sometimes
younger.

Boy-attraded Pedosexua Orientation (BPO): The
sexual orientation d a BPM as defined above.

Consensual Age-variant Boyhood Sex (CABS): Actual
physicd sexual relations, such as unilatera or
mutual masturbation, aa sex (fellatio), or ana
sex, between a cnsenting boy and a male who
isusually threeor more yeas older.

Mean (M): In statistics, the average of a set of values,
obtained by adding up al the values in the set
andthen dividing by the number of values.

The Issues: “Child Pornography,”
Boy Erotica and “Pedophilia”

“Child Pornography” is a “hat button” issue that
is rarely discussed in a rational manner. It is invariably
clouded with owerly broad and esentially meaningless
descriptions, biased and pejorative terminology, smug
asumptions based on subjedively determined “mor-
aity,” and a godike atitude of absolute, final, incon
trovertible, and exclusive self-enlightenment on the part
of those who crusade against the wnjured Hydra they
would have the world believe eists. These demagogues
exploit the phenomenon d mob mentality to create a di-
mate of hysteria that is spedficdly intended to suppress
and denigrate any serious inquiries into redity. They
condwct an ongoing war of terror against reseachers or
anyone dse who questions their pronourcements, not by
respondng to the issues, bu by attacking individuals.

This book, havever, is a dired challenge to these
terrorists and to the misinformation they promulgate. It is
nat the intent of this volume to try to ded with the entire
unmanagedble hodgepodge of child panography, bu
rather to isolate and examine one well defined segment,
“Boy Erotica’ (BE). We shal go beyond hysteria and
condwct arational discussion, kased onempiricd data, of
the viewing by males of images and written descriptions
of boy nudty and sexuality, and d the making of thase
images.

Additiondly, we shal examine the underlying
issues of relationships between boys and dder males
which include aconsensual sexual comporent. By taking
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into consideration that neither “conventional wisdom,”
societal and media hysteria, na the a%rtions of a
Pharisaicd sect of psychologists who refer to themselves
as “victimologists,” have little if any basis in fad, we
shall examine in a new light the evidence provided by
Internet surveys condwcted in 2002and 2004.

Phili p Jenkins of Pennsylvania State University is
the author of, among many other schaarly works, Moral
Panic (1998, which is afairly horest examination d the
social iswes it addresses. In a later work, Beyond
Tolerance Child Pornography on the Internet (2007),
Jenkins makes a perhaps reasonably believable atempt at
transcending the usual hyperboe &ou child pan-
ography. But he, like so many others, comes up short of
that mark in that he chooses “conventional wisdom” over
pulished scientific research, fals to make aiticd dis-
tinctions, employs inaccurate and pejorative termin-
ology, and on @casions lapses into very unprofessond
inflammatory rhetoric. He dtes a plethora of aneaates,
but pertinent empiricd data ae noticedly absent.

Bauserman (2003 reviewed Beyond Tolerance
and came to simil ar conclusions. He dso naed:

Jenkins focuses exclusively on online material of
interest to men attraded to adolescent or pre-
pubescent girls (he adknowledges the existence of a
parallel group of men attraded to boys, bu reports
being unable to locae a paralel online ailture for
thisgroup). (p. 219)

| find it curious that Jenkins takes this position,
when even a aursory survey of the Usenet “ newsgroups’
produces sveral examples of boy oriented groups, e.g.
alt.binaries.pictures.boys, which group re even mentions
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(p.55. What Jenkins' intent is in concentrating on girl
oriented groups while ignaing those pertaining to boys
is nat clea, bu it may simply be that there was not
sufficient “dirt” on the boy oriented groups to titill ate
readers. | must confess however, that, like Jenkins, my
research interests are unilateral, only in the opposite di-
redion,and | haveignored the girl oriented groups.

While there is little equivalent tradition for girls
with dder females, the sexually expressed relationships
of boys with dder males has along history going bad at
least as far as ancient Greece. Situations were quite cm-
mon bad then, as well asin ather cultures and times, in
which the older male was first a mentor and role model
for the boy, and sex was only one part of the relation-
ship. But sex was definitely a part, and it was and is
aacepted in those societies. Although there is no docu-
mented evidence the “master/apprentice” arrangement
between a boy and an older male that was © common
from the dawn o recorded history up urtil perhaps the
mid 20" century might well have lent itself to the eis-
tenceof a sexua comporent.

It must be a&knowledged, howvever, that in coer-
cive and econamic conditions such as davery and pros-
titution, boys — like females — were simply sex objeds.
Yourg grls were cetainly sought after for sexua pur-
pases, bu boys had the advantage of not menstruating or
bewming pregnant.

The first requirement for a rational investigation
in this areais the caeful deconstruction d “pedophile-
pedophlia,” for even the words themselves are rrupted
and misused. “Pedophlia” (or “paedophlia” if one hap-
pensto be under the spell of the Quean’s English), comes
from the Greek pais (maig, child or youth, not gender
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spedfic, the combining form is paedo or pedo) and philia
(p\ia, friendly love or affection — it would be eros
(epwc) if it meant physical or sexual love) (Liddell,
1888. So pedopliliais by etymology the nonsexual love
of a diild o youth — nat sexual lust after a minor, as it
has been corrupted in today’ s usage. Every parent, grand-
parent, urncle, aunt, teacher, and caring neighbor is— or at
least shoud be —apedophile.

As long as a @mnsensua sexua relationship be-
twean aboy and an dder maleis e as being as equally
harmful and abusive & the brutal vaginal rape of a6 year
old girl by her stepfather, there can be no intelli gent
discusson. Not only is there a gross difference in the
potentially traumatic physicd aspeds of the latter
scenario, bu anayses of empiricd research based on
nonclinicd and nonprison samples (Rind, 1997 Rind et
al., 1999 demonstrate that the perceptions and readions
of boys are drastically different from those of girls. If the
perceptions, reactions, and effects of such sexual
encourters are so dfferent for boys and for girls, it thus
would seem reasonable to also separate the consideration
of depictions of boy/boy/older mae solo and joint
adivities from girl/pea male/older male “pornography.”

Anocther important distinction, with which many
disagree is the effect of the degreeof willi ngness on the
part of the boy. Some theorists adamantly insist that a
boy is incgpable of expressng, and incompetent to give
or withhdd, any form of meaningful consent. These
people obviously have never taken a bright and urin-
hibited 8 year old boy shoppng for new sneakers.

One must also nde that there ae two dstinctive
genera of erotica invalving boys; pictures and text, eah
with its own charaderistics. Additionally, there are many
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degrees and levels of adivities from simple solo nudty
through group ana intercourse orgies, and the mental
state of the “actors’ in pictures and videos can vary from
enthusiastic cooperation to abjed submisson. Only when
these and aher sdlient distinctions are caefully and ac-
curately sorted ou can one begin to discussboy erotica
We will examine later how these concerns and consider-
ations entered into the development of the questionnaires
that furnished the data and respordent observations for
this book.
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Two

Predators: The Misinformed, the
Misguided, and the Miscreants

If someone falsely shouted “FIRE!” in a crowded
theder, that person would be @nsidered a dangerous
psychopath. If in the ensuing panic people were hurt or
even killed, this predator quite probably would be pro-
seauted and punshed for his misdeed. There is, however,
a victimologicd fadion of psychoogists, psychiatrists,
and their fellow travelers who whisper, solemnly intone,
or even screan, “PEDOPHILE!” with the sole and
speafic purpose of creating panic in the minds of al who
hea, and with the predatory goa of destroying the
credibili ty and effedivenessof thase who are targeted in
such attadks. Unsuccessful in their feeble and urscien-
tific dforts to dscredit the increasing amourt of empir-
icd research which undermine the tenets of victimology,
they instead lash ou in ad haninem attacks against the
researchers.

Stephanie J. Dallam (2001 used this tadic when
she maliciously described me & a “pedoplile alvocae”
(p. 716. She thus insinuates that | agreewith and advo-
cde everything that she and her ilk have dumped into
their “pedophle barrel,” even including such despicable
ads as the rape of asix yea old. She knew that this was
a vicious lie when she wrote it, bu truth and hona are
nat the hallmarks of victimologists. David Spiegel, a
prominent victimologist and a author of the Dalam
article, who has been a vociferous and acerbic critic of
the Rind et al. (1998) metaanalysis, aaimoniously
acawsed Rind et al. of “stacking the deck” and “slanting
their methods” (Spiegel, 200Q. Also, in the New York
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Times (Goode, 199) Spiegel misused an unattributed
guae from the late avertising mogul David Ogilvy
(197)) to the effect that Rind et al. used meta-analysis
“as adrunk wses alamp past, for suppat, rather than for
illumination.”

| submit that Dallam, Spiegel, Ondersma (2001),
Finkelhor (1981), and the rest of this onerous faction o
psychadogy go far beyond benignly using alamp past for
suppat; it seems obvious to me that they deliberately
insist and persist in using pegorative and inflammatory
terms such as “pedophle” “molester,” “ perpetrator,”
“victim,” and "pedophle avocate,” in the same way,
and with the same mali cious intent, as the scourndrel who
would shou “FIRE” in a acowded theater.

The “Psychdogy Indwstry” (Dineen, 200Q has a
long history of promoting paositions which eventually
have been shown na only to be false, bu never to have
had any empirical basis in the first place The American
Psychiatric Association and its courterpart, the American
Psychdogicd Assciation, are coconspirators in the
formulation d the Diagnaostic and Satistical Manud of
Mental Disorders - Fourth Edition, which is considered
to be the “bible” of psychaogy and psychiatry. However,
the tablets for their commandments sem to be made of
quicksand rather than stone, for their psychopathologicd
diagnosis of homosexuality was forced by redity to be
completely reversed, and the pronourcements concern-
ing this issue cmpletely rewritten or simply removed.
Similar revisions are now in processwith aher invented
constructions such as so cdled “Multiple Personality
Disorders” (redristened “Disasociative ldentity Dis-
orders’) (Dineen, 2000, “Recvered Memories’ (Loftus,
1996, Neimark, 2009 and “Post Traumatic Stress
Disorder.” It would seem to be only a matter of time until

the legitimate paradigm of Consensual Age-variant Boy-
hood Sex (CABS) will be rescued from the pedoplile
barrel and depathoogized. Given the wntinuing incon-
sistency and instabili ty, the questionable scientific meth-
oddogy, and the increasing ladk of pubic credibility, it
is no wonder that Dawes (1996 used “House of Cards”
to describe the psychology industry.

The Miscreant BPM

There is, however, another separate and dstinct
group of predators abou which we need to spe&. There-
seach which we shall examine later indicaes that the
vast mgjority of Boy-attraded Pedosexual Males (BPM),
whom we shall describe in their own chasen terminology
as “boylovers,” are equally or more concerned abou the
well being of boys than they are &ou possble sexua
contad with those boys. However, just as in heterosex-
udity, there exists a minority whose dtitude is quite less
honaable; people from whom boylovers who take a
resporsible dtitude in their relationships with boys vig-
oroudly disassociate themselves. These ae the red “mo-
lesters’ and “predators,” who have no real love for boys
and whose only concern is to satisfy their lust, whaose
deals are occasiondly found in newspaper head-lines
and onTV news broadcasts, and who are quite properly
despised by the general pubdic as well as by resporsible
boylovers.

In their own words:
There is a very thick line separating ws boylovers

from nolesters and pedators. ... First we neel to
understandwho arethe bad guys here.
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Victimologists insist that these aiminals are rep-
resentative of al BPM, bu they have no credible evi-
dence nor data to suppat their position. What they use
instead as a basis for their arguments are outdated and
grosdy faulted studies of small clinicd and prison
popuations (e.g. Bard et al., 1983,Groth, 1979, groups
which canna logicdly be thouwght of as representative of
the immensely larger non-clinicd and nonrprison popu
lation d boylovers. Thisisjust one more example of the
guestionable methoddogy that is undermining the aed-
ibili ty of much psychaogical research.

We shall not dwell on either of these groups, the
misinformed, misguided, and sometimes even malicious
psychiatrists, psychadogists, and their fellow travelers
who refuse to recognize the asurdity of their discredited
pasitions, or the equally misinformed, misguided, and
sometimes even malicious older males who have misap-
propriated the honaable name of “boylover,” but who
have no rea love for boys and ony see them as x
objedsto be used, abused, and then dscarded.

We shall, instead, use the most recent and exten-
sive data that are available from a sample of the non
clinicd and nonprison popuation d boylovers, and we
shall attempt to apply sound statistica and psychologicd
methoddogy and analysis to these data in order to come
upwith as acarrate adescriptionasis possble.
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Three

Research: Contacting the Boylovers
and Gathering the Data

Acoording to the textbooks, the proper way to
condwct a psychaogical survey is to oltain alist of the
popuation you wish to survey, choose a completely
randam sample from that popuation, and then solicit the
desired information from members of this random sam-
ple using interviews or written questionreires. But this
utopian exercise only exists in textbodks and classooms,
so ore must do the best he can within the limitations of
the redl life situation with which he is facel. The people
we want to investigate and describe ae not to be found
onanybody’slist.

Boy-attraded Pedosexual Maes (BPM) who have
never been involved in legal proceedings or clinicd
treadment are extremely difficult to locae. They are un-
likely to identify themselves to anyone that they don't
trust explicitly, because even if they have never had
sexual contad with a minor, self disclosure is likely to
subjed them to harassment, social ostracism, loss of
employment, family estrangement, and aher problems.
Quite understandably they find it prudent to maintain
anonymity. We have dready discussed and dsmissd the
ideaof using people for our survey who have run afoul of
the law, or who have sought out or been assgned to clin-
icd psychadogy settings. So where do we go from here?

Fortunately, the development of the Internet and
World Wide Web has opened up a new posshility for
reading such males. There ae various open accessnorn
membership Internet groups which provide for anony-
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mous peg discusson d boylove. A survey of those who
participate in such groups could be an important source
of data and other information, assuming that the -
operation d areasonable number of participants could be
obtained.

Extensive reseach now exists suppating the
validity of anonymous, computer-asssted, a completely
computer and Internet based survey methods. Millstein &
Irwin (1983 pioneeed in the use of interadive com-
puter interviews by utili zing either an interactive compu-
ter interview, face-to-face interview, or self-administered
questionraire @ncerning general health and sexual
behavior with a group of 108 girls ages 14 to 20. These
investigators found no dferences in anxiety or the re-
porting of sexua behavior between the three groups.
With the alvent of the World Wide Web, Krantz et al.
(1997 and Stanton (1998) investigated and endorsed the
Internet as a valid and suitable means of gathering data.
Pettit (2002 and Cronk and West (2002 have made
comparisons of web based and “paper and pencil” data
colledions and have @ncluded that there ae no sig-
nificant differences in the quality or validity of the data.
Both Duffy (2002 and Rhodes et al. (2003 commented
onthe aility to reach atherwise inaccessble respondents
and popuiations through the Internet.

A sample obtained from such Internet groups
would na in any sense be randam, as those who are
adive in these on line groups are dready self-seleded,
and those who further chose to participate in a survey
would be even more so. One must also be aware of the
posshility of a self serving bias from such respondents.
But this type of sample would provide & least a
beginning paoint for research, and would avoid the most
obvious biases of prison and clinicd studies noted by
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Green (2002: “...study ... of pedophles is hampered by
sampling bias. Nealy al studies involve prisoners or
those wnwvicted of acriminal off ence. These are douhtful
representatives of al pedophiles who have contad with
children and cetainly not representative of pedophiles
who confine their eroticism to fantasy...”(p. 468). Most
importantly, Internet sampling is both feasible and im-
mediately avail able, whereas other methods of reading
norclinicad and norlegal samples of BPM are naot.

It was anticipated that it would be difficult to
build an adequate rapport with members of this subcul-
ture. But it was also felt that this goodwill , and the infor-
mation that could be thus obtained, were critical to the
success of any attempt to understand this phenomenon
and these people. Therefore informal discussons and
formative reseach were condiwcted to determine what
guestions could be asked with a reasonable likelihood d
truthful resporses, and the range of responses that poten-
tial participants would find acceptable. These discus-
sions, of course, use nicknames, or “nicks’ as they are
known onthe Internet, so the red life identity or spedfic
location d these @mrrespondents was never known.

To acomplish this, the author entered into non
judgmental on line communicaions with various mem-
bers of these Internet groups over an extended period o
time. These communicaions were quite eaily initiated
by noting email addresses furnished onnews groups and
forums, or by smply posting a message on ore of these
sites. Initia reactions dmost invariably were extremely
cautious, bu after experiencing consistent resped and
tolerance from the reseacher, most eventualy were
willing to dscuss their isaues, concerns, and problems.
By building credibility, it was possble to obtain descrip-
tions, definitions, and a likely range of resporses, which
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helped in the formulation of appropriate and meaningful
guestions. Additionally, these ammmunications srved to
legitimi ze the researcher and the propased data olledion
process and to enhance the probabili ty of acceptance and
cooperation when the time came to invite participationin
the proposed survey.

Severa factors emerged from these discussons,
including the understanding that these people had little
use for, or trust in, psychiatrists or psychalogists or of
anything that smelled like ather one. Anather was that
there was no pasbility of asking questions abou adual
sexual contad these BPM might have had with boys, the
risk for the respondents simply would be too gea. But it
was possble to ask about their tendencies and cesires,
and these were judged to be aceptable proxies. It was
indicaed, hovever, that questions abou any sexua con-
tads these BPM had themselves as boys would be accep-
table, and so these were included.

The questionreire that was developed after nearly
a year of preliminary reseach, and innumerable Beta
tests and revisions, used an interadive, Web-based
HTML format with mutually exclusive “radio butons’ to
seled resporses, as described by Rhodes et al. (2003.
Multiple aspeds of the sexua attradion o older malesto
minor males included general demographics, sexua
badkground and experiences, attradion to and rela
tionships with boys, the mental hedth of the respondents,
and sexua orientation using a modified Kinsey (1948
scde. Informed consent regarding participation in this
survey was addressed in the preanble to the document,
and pdentia participants were adured that no attempts
would be made to identify any individual. Code was
written into the processng software which required that
eat question ke aswered, and that also prevented any-
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one from submitting the same set of resporses multiple
timesin rapid successon.

Respondents were asked if, as aboy, they had ore
or more sexua contads with significantly older males. If
so, they were aked further questions about the
relationship, a, if there had been more than ore, the one
they considered most important. These questions includ-
ed the responent’'s age & the beginning of the en-
courter, the age differential of the older male, and hawv
he initially came in contad with the older male.
Questions followed as to who initiated the sexual asped
and to what degree how willi ng the responcent was to
continue it, and the relative degree of friendship versus
sex. There were dso spedfic questions abou masturba-
tion, aal sex, and ana sex, and whether the responcent
was the active or passve participant. Finally, the respon
dent was asked to describe how he felt about the
relationship at the time, and in retrosped.

In several places in the questionraire, respondents
were given the oppatunity to expand their thoughsin a
“text box.” We will hear excerpts from some of these
comments in later chapters, sometimes with grammar
and spelli ng corrected, and identified by being in italics.
Since dl responcdents were wmpletely anonymous, no
identificaion can be dtached to these comments.

The &ove questions were intended to determine
the nature and extent, as well as the degree of willi ng-
ness of the responcent’s sxua invovement with an
older male, for the purpose of comparing these fadors
with the manner and degree in which the respondent’s
BPO was manifested.
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The question d any sexua relationships with
boys the resporndent might have had could na be asked
due to passble sdf incrimination, bu questions were
asked abou the responcent’s current degreeof attradion
to boys, the degreeof his sxual interest, the extent of his
involvement in a nurturing and mentoring role, and the
length of such relationships.

Due to resistance expressed by potential respont
dents to the usua psychometric persondity tests, a
straightforward series of questions were asked about self
perceved mental health. Areas included general self-
evauation, employment, family, and aher interpersona
relationships, coping, optimism versus pessmism, stress
and depresson, etc.

Questions were asked about viewing and reading
habits concerning boy erotica on the internet and else-
where, and readions were requested to several different
types of images and stories. Then questions were asked
abou the dfects of such viewing and/or reading, and in
addition to the quantitative reports, provisions were made
for free text quaitative comments as previously men-
tioned. We will discussthese spedfic questions, answers,
and comments more fully in later chapters.

During November and December of 20,
invitations to participate were posted on four different
newsgroups, four discussion forums, and ore link site.
Each o these was furnished a discrete HTML page
address ® that sources — but not individuals — could be
identified. The author did na solicit participation from
any of these respordents individually, and the identity of
the participants remains completely unknmown. There
were atotal of 2,730“hits” on these nine HTML pages,
but since these are dl open access stes, there is no way
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of determining how many of these hits were from idle
curiosity seekers, persons who follow these sites for the
spedfic purpose of harassment, or even from law en-
forcement agencies. In addition, there is noway of know-
ing how many times those to whom the survey was
spedficdly addressed accessed these pages before and/or
after they adually participated in the survey.

Even after over a year of careful preparation and
explanation, suspicions of a law enforcement sting were
expresed on some of the forums and rewsgroups, and
these crtainly diminished the volume of legitimate re-
sporses. But there were dso expressons of approval,
suppat, and encouragement to perticipate from those
who hed come to trust the integrity of the reseacher, and
a total of 321 sets of resporses were recaved, which
included 384 text resporses ranging from two o three
words to nearly two single spaced pages. Of these 321
responcents, 31 were persons who reported their age &
lessthan 18.The fad that a young male is lessthan 18
yeas of ageisin noway alegitimate resson to invali date
his thoughts and opnions, and their resporses were re-
tained in the data base.

Given the &ove confounding circumstances, it is
ingppropriate to try to assgn any kind d a “resporse
rate” to the survey. Examination d the data for obvious
anomalies indicated that a very small propation of the
responcents may have deliberately tried to skew the data
with false or misleading resporses. One example of an
anomaly which would seem to be quite obvious is the
0.9% (N=3) of this sample of self described BPM who
reported that they were “nat attraded to boys.” Sincethis
and aher possble anomalies did na seem to be statis-
ticdly significant, no attempt was made to corred for
any of them; all of the data were analyzed and reported
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exadly as received. However, the presence of some
small degree of false and misleading resporses sould be
given consideration when evaluating anomalous datis-
ticd outliers.

A seoond survey direded at males who as boys
had a willing relationship with an dder male that in-
cluded a mnsensua sexual comporent involving at least
genital touching was begunin May of 2004 This survey
has an opiona section which asks abou being
phaographed nude and/or in sexual situations, and the
results to date of this investigation are discussed in the
chapter entitled “ Actors.”

People: Their Sexual Badkground,
and the Vampire Theory

In their own words:

As | am sure you ae aware, hamosexuality and
being Hack were once onsidered, like pedophilia still i s,
sexualy deviant. However, | believe that as time prog
reses, the general mass is made aware of how many
people are gay and are black thus views shifted.
Pedoplilia has been aroundfor thousands of years and
yet still people think that only a few lowly trolls lurk the
stredgs walking aoundschod play grounds andbedroom
windows, hurting for their prey.... Boys trust men | think
because men represent something bo/s can relate to
physically. However, there is a much deeper burning that
lies in me, much more than just some physical
coincidence. The purity and norjudgment of a boy who
is cognizant enoughto hdd clear opinions and enjoy
sensua and sexua as well as intelledua and ronsense-
type attention fills my sou more than arything else |
have experienced yd. | hope you find ... aswers  that
the world will 1ook at boylovers with the same eyes as
theydothe ... hanosexual or African American.

When the questionreire that is the basis of this
book was being developed, consideration was given to
the question of impasing minimum age requirements for
participation. This is a lega gray areg if persons under
the nominal minimum legal age of 18 were to be on-
taded dredly and either interviewed or asked to fill in a
guestionraire, there would be no doulb that parental or
legal guardian permisson would be required. But when
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the Internet is the vehicle and the respondents are mm-
pletely anonymous, there is, in the first place noway to
verify that any respordent is or is not of legal age. And
secondy, to try to bar underage males from participating
would most likely mean that they would smply lie dou
their age.

As was mentioned ealier, it therefore seamed
most logicd and reasonable to impose no restrictions,
and to thus encourage truthfulnessand horesty. The isaie
of legal age was nat mentioned in any part of the
guestionraire, the only stipulation regarding participation
was in the preamble:

“By clicking onthe "Submit" button at the end of this
form, | certify that 1 am voluntarily participating of
my own free will and vdition, withou any reser-
vations, and that | fed emotionally and intellecdually
competent to ded with theseisaues.”

The data therefore ae presented as received and
in their entirety. It is worth nding in Table 1 that 9.7%6
(N=31) of the responcents reported their Boy-attraded
Pedosexual Orientation (BPO) before they turned 18,and
2.9 (N=8) before they were 15. How many of the
responcents who are aurrently over 18 were aware of
their BPO before they turned 18is not known.

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Sexual Background

25.246 (N=81) of these BPM respordents report-
ed a sexua encourter as a boy (i.e., uncer 18 yeas of
age) with asignificantly (at least 5 years) older male. Ina
meta-analytic study of ten national samples, Rind and
Tromovitch (1997 reported a prevaence range of such
encourters by males from 6% to 36% (M = 17.7%, SD =
11.3%). In another meta-anaytic study of 59 college
samples, Rind et al. (1998) reported a range from 3% to
37% with an urweighted mean of 17% (SD = 10%). The
25.2% prevalence in the airrent study is higher than bah
of the means in the meta-analyses, bu is within ore
standard deviation. The definitional criteriain the studies
used in the meta-analyses were quite variable and could
a least partialy acoount for the differences with the
current study.

Age diff erences are oncentrated in the 5-10 year
span, and even more so in the 5-7 year caegory.
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Of the 81 who reported a sexua encourter with a
significantly older male & aboy, in 71.6% (N=58) of the
cases their partner was lessthan 21 years older, 56.8%
(N=46) lessthan 16years older, 45. 26 (N=37) lessthan
11 yearsolder, and 284% (N=23) lessthan 8 yeas older.
One heas the word “Intergenerational” applied to rela
tionships between boys and dder males, bu if we on-
sider a “generation” as being 20 dus years, 716 % of
these relationships are other than “intergenerationa.”
Only in 28.26 (N=23) of the caes was the age
differential more than 20yeas.

Of those who had experienced a boyhood sexual
encourter with a significantly older male, 271% indi-
cded that the sexual contad was partially to entirely on
their own initiative. Crosdabulation d age of first sex
versus initiator shows that older boys were dlightly more
likely to initiate the sex themselves, bu there is a lot of
scater and nodefiniti ve pattern.

Since boys by nature are inqusitive &ou
everything, including sex, ore would think that the
percentage of initiators would be much higher. But soci-
ety, permeded by represson and sexophoba when it
comes to children, uses the enormous emotional baggage
with which sex has been laden to infect, warp, and
pervert boys perception of sex at a very ealy age. Paul
Graham (2004) notes:
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Kids heals are repositories of all our taboacs. It
seams fitting to us that kids ideas dhoud be
bright and clean. The picture we give them of the
world is ... sanitized ... to suit our ideas of what
kids ouglt to think..... But one wonders, do we
tell them this quff for their sake, or for ours? ...
The important thing for our purposes is that, as a
result, a well brought-up teenage kid's brain is a
more or less complete wlledion d all our ta-
bocs-- and in mint condition, becaise they're
untainted by experience (my italics)

The sociobiological inclination d boys is to experience
their sexuality as omething which is smply to be en-
joyed, something which is as pleasurable and innocuous
as frolicking under a sprinkler or eding an ice aeam
cone. But society insists that these benign sexual ten-
dencies are “wrong” and therefore must be “correded,”
thus creaing a @nfusing and frustrating inner struggle
which too dten leads to a state of emotiona and
psychosexua dysfunction, an affli ction from which some
may never recver. It takes a strong-will ed and adven-
turesome boy to defy the taboas and set out to explore his
own sexuality.

[The] ... relationship | had with this man was an
experiment for me, he was not aware of my interests until
| approached him and invited him to my house and into
my room. ... andfantasies becaame a reality.

However, after the initia contad, 85.26 reported
that they were anywhere from somewhat to completely
willi ng to continue the sexual contad. It is worth nating
that some 80% of those who dd nd initiate the contad
were willi ng to continue dter their first experience. This
further ill ustrates the extent to which boys are sexually
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repressed, and the degree to which they will embrace
sexually exploration and play once they have overcome
the fea and apprehension with which they have been
sadly and inappropriately sadded.

It is interesting to nde that even though 64.3%
(N=52) of these boyhood relationships emphasized
the sexua aspect, the data that will be presented
shortly indicate that these same people, when they
were older, reported giving precedence to the men-
toring asped over the sexual asped in their own
relationships with boys.

Rind et al. (1998 combined data from 10 studies

describing the readions of males to boyhoad sexual ex-
periences with dder persons. The reactions in the arrent
study are very consistent with the 33% of negative
readions of the wll ege studentsin the Rind study.

Of those who reported such experiences, 30.86
described them as “somewhat” to “very” negative &
the time they occurred, 29.6% reported the same
negativity in retrosped. On the other hand, 5..9%
described their experiences as “somewhat” to “very”
pasitive & thetime, and 40.8% in retrospect.

Of the 81 relationshipsin Table 6, 64.26 (N=52)
were reported as being largely to entirely sexua. Cross
tabulation d those 52 relationships with Table 7 shows
that 36.3% (N=19) were reported as both largely to
entirely sexual aswell as being perceived as smewhat to
very negative. It therefore foll ows that 63.3% (N=33) of
the responcents, nealy two thirds, perceived their largely
to entirely sexual experiences as other than negative.

Of the 25.26 (N=81) in this sudy who reported a
boyhood sexua experience with a significantly older
male, 88.9% (N=72) indicaed a aurrent preference for
mentoring boys that is greater than o equa to their
preference for sex with boys. Of the total respondents
(N=321), there were 7.8% (N=25) who reported sexual
experiences with a significantly older male that they felt
were to some degreenegative & the time, and a subset of
3.1% (N=10) who reported experiences that they
described as “very negative.” As we shall seein Table 8,
those who reported their experience & “very negative”
did na as a group cevelop a primarily sexual interest in
boys; 9 ou of the 10 reported their interest in mentoring
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as greater than or equa to their interest in sexual
adivities.

TheVampire Theory

The Abused to Abuser” hypathesis, or “vampire
theory” has been around for over thirty years, and, in
spite of being shown by study after study (e.g., Garland
and Dougher, 1990 over al these years to be incon
sistent with the data, it is gill held to be valid by many
victimologists (e.g. Groth 1979,Seghorn et al.,1987).

Basically, this theory states that any boy who has
sexual contad with an dder male (i.e., is “abused”), will
when he himself is older, be prone to sexual contact with
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male minors (i.e., will become a “abuser”). This idea
seams to have had its origins in prison studies, where
men who were incarcerated for sexual contacts with boys
wail ed loud and long that their misdeeds were caused by
their own sexual contacts as aboy with ore or more older
males, or by their expaosure to “child panography.” It
was easy to clam to have experienced such abuse or
exposure, sinceit could rarely be proved to be ather true
or fase. This ploy would then alow them to attempt to
shift their resporsibility away from themselves and orto
their terribly unfortunate drcumstances (Howitt, 1995).

The orollary of this is that any male who has a
BPO therefore must have been “abused” as a boy. In ou
data, howvever, we have noted that 240 d the 321 self-
identified BPM responcents to the questionraire reported
that they had never had a boyhoodsexua contad with an
older male. The data do not suppat any attempt to claim
that all BPM have their orientation as a result of boyhoad
“abuse.” And there is obvioudly little or no evidence in
our datathat boyhood“abuse” is a significant, much less
absolute, determinant for developing a BPO. Further-
more, as noted above, even those who perceaved their
boyhood sexua encourter(s) as being “very negative”
reported a nine to one ratio of preferring primarily
mentoring relationships with boys over primarily sexual
relationships.

However, regardlessof this or previous evidence,
the victimologicd clique will still continue to trumpet
these dsurd clams, and, even worse, most people,
unaware that they are being misinformed and misled, will
buy into this nonsense.
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The respordents were asked, apart from their at-
tradion to boys, abou their attractions to same age per-
sons. Table 9 indicaes that three quarters of the respon
dents were not exclusively attraded to boys, but to an un
spedfied degreehad an attradionto people of about their
own age. However, becaise of the dmost infinite
posshiliti es of variations, no questions were asked as to
the relative degree and interadions of the two o more
forms of attraction.

It is interesting to nde that three fourths of the self-
identified BPM responcentsin this investigation indi-
cded an attradion to same ae persons, while one
third indicaed a greater or equa attraction to same

age females.
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Boys invalved in boyhood sexua contads with
older males were more likely to report greater attradion
to males than females (49.4%) than thase who were not
involved (36.7%6). There are those who would gledully
jump to the eroneous conclusion that this 12% dif-
ference “proves’ that boyhood sexual contads “cause”
homosexuality, but it is just as possgble that those who as
boys were more receptive to sexua experimentation and
play with dder males were dso later in life more recep-
tive to the same sort of sexual exploration with males of
abou their own age. At any rate, it would nd be scientif-
icdly appropriate to take this correlation and try to warp
it into a “cause and effed” scenario.

Again, in 2020 hndsight, the issues of sexud
attradion shoud have been explored in greater depth in
the questionraire. However, even though the spedfic
guestion was not asked in the survey, it would na seem
unreasonable to think that the mgjority of the roughly
25% who report no attradion to persons of their same go-
proximate aye may be presumed to be primarily attraced
to boys. Sincethis percentage is abou the same for thase
with o withou boyhood sexual encourters, those ex-
periences canna be considered to be asignificant cause
of their presumed primary attradionto boys.

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It isa aurious and urresolved anomaly that 16.7%6
(N=40) of those not reporting a boyhood sexual en-
courter with an dder male ae or were married, whereas
23.%% (N=19), of those reporting such an encounter are
or were married. This contrasts with the situation in
Table 9 where 32.1% (N=77) of those naot reporting a
boyhood sexual encournter with an dder male indicae a
greder attradion to females, as oppced to 14.8%
(N=12) of those who doreport such an encourter.

It is, however, qute gparent that the large ma-
jority of the responcents never have entered into a heter-
osexua marriage, although it is possble that some of the
roughly 40% who reported a preferential attraction to
males may be in long term homosexual relationships.
This question, urfortunately, was not asked in the survey.
Neither was the question of exclusive or even primary
attradion to boys asked, a shortcoming which will be
corrected in any future reseach.

Mental Health

As was discussed ealier, the psychoogical tests
that are most commonly used by psychalogists to assess
mental hedth were reported to be unacceptable by those
responcents who expressed an ognion in this area
Acoordingly, a simple series of questions abou self-
percaved “psychoogical adjustment” and menta hedth
were formulated, supplemented by free form text
comments.
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In their own words:

... | fed very goodto excellent abou myself...and
dorit define myself by any one facet of what my life is -
like my attractionto boys.

| fed that | am a goad and caring person who
happens to be a boylover. | have never had experiences
with underage boys as an adut but have always had the
attraction... Interestingly, | have been assciated with
boys all my life and have been respeded and adnired by
them as a mentor and teacher. | have neve ... indicated
my attraction. Yet somehow, | think some boys knew how
much | loved them...

| have my flaws, bu I like myself, and an com-
fortable with who | am. Being a bglover has always
been ore of the more enjoyable aspeds of who | am. |
fed likea good grsonwhois targeted by a world which
demands a boogemanto vent upon.

On a seven pant scae of self-reported general
mental hedth from 1 = “Extremely Poor” through 4 =
“Average’ to 7 = “Excellent,” the mean score was 4.79
(Median 5.0,“Abowve Average”), with a sample standard
deviation d 1.56.While self-reported pasitive values are
known to tend to be higher than psychometricdly
obtained values, there is littl e reason to asume that this
generdly well educaed group would generate wildly
exaggerated reports. The data dso indicate that boyhoad
sexua encounters with an dder male do nd produce ay
significant differencein psychdogical adjustment:

This level of psychdogicd adjustment and men-
tal well being daes not suppat the often heard view that
boylovers are esentialy a group of psychopeths. There
are, as we shall see below, thase who do report some
emotional problems, bu it is quite possble that the stress
of living with a BPO which must be hidden and
suppressd is more the caise of the enotional problems
than the amotional problems being the caise of the
orientation.

Of the 275who are employed, 845% report their
self perceived job performance & “moderately success
ful,” “very successful,” or “outstanding.” Many of the
younger respordents reported being in high schod or
coll ege, and this may accourt for most of the 46 who are
nat employed. Again, this clashes with the popuar image
of boylovers as ocial misfits who are basicdly losers,
one of these people may well be your valued coworker.
Or he may be the friendy and ougoing guy who sits next

Roughly 60% of these responcents report that
they are @bove average in getting along with ather people
and in deading with everyday situations and problems.
Being cheerful and ogimistic “A good bt of the time” or
more is reported by 75.1 %, whereas being goomy and
pessmistic is reported “Occasionally” or less by 76%.
Stress worry, and anxiety are an ever present fact of life
for those whase sexual orientation is considered bah
immora and illegal by much of society, bu only some
10% fed the impad of these more than “occasionaly.”
Still, the coomments report the redity and redization that
these potential problems must be dedt with.

Relationships. Attractions, Affinities, and
Accord between Boys and Older Males

In their own words:

We are not the monsters that American (and
increasingly, other cultures) paint us to be! Most of us
are well educated, caring individuds who abde by the
law. | fed extremely dissociated from society, althoughl
would neve commit anact of crime.

Older boys and men may have many types and
degrees of attractions for boys, some more than athers.
The desire to passon knowledge and wisdom, to tead,
and to mentor is a hallmark of respornsible members of
humanity, and the only method whereby the good — and
sometimes the bad — aspeds of culture ae transmitted
from one generation to the next. Boys aso are aimost
universally attraded to dder boys and men, in many
different ways and at many different levels. Evolution
has sleded for this mutua attradion so that boys can
profit from the experience and krowledge which ahers
have gained ower time. This halds true for sexua matters
aswell asjust abou everything of a aultural nature.

Of course, the survey which is the basis for this
book was gedficdly direded at older boys and men
who recognized their empathy with boys, so it is not at
all surprising that 94.7%%6 (N=304) of the 321 respondents
reported that they were & leasst moderately to very
strongly attracted to boys. The 0.9% (N=3) who reported
no attradion to boys were pointed ou ealier as an
anomaly, probably deliberate.

Furthermore, since the target popuation of the
investigation was older boys and men who, in addition to
their empathy with boys, aso had a definite sexual
affinity for boys, it is not surprising that a good ced of
sexual interest was also reveded in the sample. But what
may be surprising to those who have nat looked horestly
at this stuation is that a much larger percentage of these
subjeds expressd a greder interest in the mentoring
asped rather that the purely sexua asped. Those who
report equal interest in mentoring and sex constitute the
largest single category, but, apart from the “equal” group,
those who lean toward the mentoring asped are nealy
threetimes the number of thase who are inclined toward
the sexual asped. Combining the “equals’ with thaose
who are inclined toward mentoring adds up to 85.3% of
the total responcents.

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Of the 321 respondents, 72.9% (N=234) reported
relationships invalving some degree of nurturing,
emotional suppat, mentoring, and/or financial suppat of
one or more boys. Since it is reasonable to assume that
al of those atraded to boys would be strongly inclined
to be invalved with boys, one must ask the question o
why the other 27.1% (N=87) were not able to report such
an involvement. Some of this, perhaps a large part, may
be due to the societal hysteria that has driven a wedge
between boys and dder males. It is getting more and
more difficult to reauit leaders for youth groups such as
Boy Scouts. The doud d suspicion and paranoia which
manifests itself toward any older male who exhibits a
desire to spend any appredable amourt of time with a
boy or boys has deprived both boys and pdentia |eaders
and mentors of the opportunity to enjoy one ancther's
fellowship. But even under these lessthan optimal con-
ditions, 68.4% (N=160) of these 234 responcknts were
able to report “Somewhat adive” to “Very deq” in-
volvement with ore or more boys.

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When we limit our examination to relationships
that were reported to have lasted for one month or more,
we narrow the number down even further to just a little
over half of the 321 respondents. Or looking at it from
the oppasite diredion, society and/or circumstances have
conspired to frustrate the yearnings of 48.3%6 of these
older males to establish mutually beneficial long term
relationships with boys.

The good news is that once the hurdle of
establishing a relationship has been cleared, 94.0%
(N=156) of these 166 relationships were reported to have
lasted more than 3 months, and 60.26 (N=100 in-
definitely. However, in most of those described as lasting
indefinitely, the nature of the relationship was reported to
have dhanged at maturity, which would seem to imply
the development of a long-lasting but entirely nonsexual
relationship. Indeed, we caind, and shodd nd, assume
that al or even most of these relationships ever had a
sexua comporent in the first place They may have, or
they may not have, bu in the vast mgjority of such cases,
only the two principals know for sure, and it is no ore
else’sbusiness

By creating a repressve dimate of fear and
distrust, society has effectively denied accessfor boys to
those most desirable patential male friends, the ones who
redly care degoly abou boys, and who, in the good sense
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of the word, are resporsible “boylovers.” So the boy who
is aching for a friendship with an dder male, either
with o withou a sexua comporent, has his options
severely reduced, and he may well have to choose be-
twean a much less desirable relationship o nore & all.
And the more resporsibly inclined dder boys and men
who have so much to dffer to younger male friends may
also wind Y with norelationships at all. Or even worse,
they may be driven by their frustration to seek out casual
and meaningless sexua liaisons, or even to patronize,
and thus promote, boy prostitution.

One must also ask the question d how many un-
solved cases of boys who were murdered, or who simply
disappeaed, were those who hbecane the unfortunate
victims of panic stricken, pathetic older boys or men who
had stumbled into sexud relationships with these boys,
and in a moment of mindless terror at their horrifying
prospeds felt they had no ather way out but to do away
with the only one who knew abou the incident. One such
boy was 15 year old Sam Manzie, who willi ngly becane
involved in a sexua relationship with an older male.
When this friendship was found ou, law enforcement
agents were cdled in, and after being subjected to
incredibly inappropriate reactions and treament by his
parents, law enforcement personnel, and social workers,
something snapped inside Sam and he impulsively
attadked and murdered a younger boy (Dribben, 1997.
Others have taken their own lives rather than suffer
through the ordeal they knew was ahead of them. Absent
the arrent reign o terror against al age variant male
sexual adivity, many of these boys and men who were
murdered o committed suicide might be dive today,
living happy and productive lives.
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The inane prohibition d fully consensua sexua
adivities between a willi ng boy and a resporsive older
boy or man within the mntext of a larger friendship is
very similar to the prohibition o acohd which the
United States tried in the 1920s. They both had no basis
in redity, caused much damage, did no good, and were
doamed to fail ure from the outset. One wonders just how
much longer this unconscionable arogation d the right
of boys to their own sexuality will continue to stagger
along, and hawv soon it will be overcome by fairnessand
justice

Boy eoctica is a necessty, and pobaly saves
many more dildren than ae harmed by it. It preveits
many pedophles from actualy pursuing a sexual
relationship with boys because they are able to find a
release in it. Also, as many of the boys in consensual
erotica appear to be happy, it is probaldy a pasitive
experiencefor them also.

The precaling comment from a respordent is
very bold and assertive, bu rather than dsmissng it out
of hand, let’slook at some of the data.

The following is quoted from the on line
guestionraire:

In this sdion, al persons defined as "boys' are
presumed to be lessthan 18 yeas of age. Where at-
tradivenessis an issue in a question, dease assume
that the images are of boys in the age range and o
the physical charaderistics that apped to you.

Consensudlity is impaossble to determine solely from
examining an image. However, from the point of
view of aviewer who has absolutely no knowledge of
the drcumstances under which the image was
produced, a boy who is not overtly and obwvously
displeased is presumed to be ading consensually.

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It shoud be noted that no adua images were
used with the questionnaire, only the written descriptions
shown in Table 18.

There ae severa very obvious and well defined
likes and dslikes expressed bah guantitatively in the
abowvetable and qualitatively in the text resporses.

Happy, playful, consensual pee sexua adivities
were reported to be a least “Moderately attractive” to
89.7®%, while 43.8% found these “Intensely attradive.”

In situations involving masturbation, fellatio, or
ana intercourse, peer activities are favored in Table 18
over the involvement of significantly older boys or men,
and this is suppated by most, bu naot all, text comments
aswell:

One party shared some interesting thoughts con-
cerning nonconsensual “abusive” images.

But in the moment, | wouldn't concern myself
with it much. ... asfar as pornogaphy goes, | don't know
those boys persondly, and | dont start to think of it until
after my sexua high dminishes.

The picture we get from these data and comments
is not of the stereotypicd unkempt and ignorant slob
droding on his keyboard whil e he gloats over images of
boys being tortured and raped. It is quite probable that a
few such misanthropes exist, bu the data and the vast
majority of the cmments tell us of articulate ad
sensitive older boys and men who nd only obtain vicar-
ious pleasure from images of boy nudty and mutually
consensual sexual adivities, bu who have an appre-
ciation d the intrinsic beauty of nude boys.

It's not as much sexuality that | like but the beauty
in a bg/s body and manrerisms on an a&sthetic levé
rather than asexual one.

Stories

As we will discuss later, only some 8% of the
responcents expressed a preference for stories over im-
ages, and ancther 19% expressed an equal preference.
Consequently, the number of comments abou stories
were @nsiderably lessthan those dou images.

However, there is ome discusson d the isue
that stories, unlike images, do nd, at least on the surface,
involve red boys. Images invoving abuse were de-
scribed as “Very Disturbing” by 48.0% of the respon
dents, bu stories of this nature by only 358%. The
following excerpt may help to explain why some aspeds
of nonconsensuality and even abuse which are rgeded in
images are & least marginally acceptablein stories.

There is a datsticdly insignificant minor dis
crepancy between the 16 in Table 20 who reported
that they “Never” accessthe Internet to view BE, and
the 19 who reported for Table 21 that “Length of
Access’ did na apply to them.
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The possesson d printed, taped, a DVD mater-
ias isillegal, so this question was not asked. However,
apart from possesson, 18.P6 reported having seen such
materials “Occasionally” or more.

Frequent, occasional, or sporadic viewing of im-
ages and/or stories were reported by 764% of the re-
sponcknts, and the mean length of usage is over three
yeas. These two figures indicae that we have readed
people who are adive and experienced in the aea under
study, and that this sample could be very representative
of the popuationwe are trying to describe.

Preferences

Consensudlity appears to be the single most
important fador in image preferences, and is a large
fador in story preferences as well. There is dso a dea
preference for peer adivities as oppased to those that are
age variant. “Playful” norconsensuaity is mostly
aaceptable, whereas abusivenessin images is reported by
a significant mgjority to be disturbing and urecceptable.
The participation d adults is smewhat more acceptable
in stories, and abusive nonconsensuality in stories is not
deprecated as much as would be epeded from
comparison with abusive nonconsensuality in images.
The aceptability of adult participation and, to some
degree abusive nonconsensuality in stories may have
something to do with the ancept that participants in
stories are not thowght of as “red,” whereas images do
involve ared indvidual. Of those who expressed a
preference (N=314), 73.28% preferred images over
stories to a greder or leser degree 18.0% had equa
preferences, and oy 7.9 had some degree of
preference for stories.

Respondents were asked if, in their case, the
viewing/reading of erotica was useful as a substitute for
adual sexua contad with boys, in that their urges and
drives were redireded and given an oulet that aff ected
no aher person. The previous question was then re-
phrased to ask if the use of erotica may have no effed on
behavior, bu was smply entertainment. Then the inverse
of the previous two questions asked if the use of erotica
might increase the respondents tendency to seek ou
boys for the sole purpose of sexua adivity.

Rediredion and entertainment functions were report-
ed as occasiondlly to invariably true by abou 90%,
whereas any increased tendency for sexua contad
with boys was reported as frequently to invariably
true by only abou 10%.

Howitt (1999 reviewed, summarized, and com-
mented on severa previous gdudes regarding links
between panography and sexual offenses and roted that
al but one found nocausal link between the viewing of
pornogaphy and adual subsequent sexua contad
between dder persons and children. One study reported
that many “child molesters’ clamed incitement by
pornogaphy, bu Howitt observed “Offenders claims
abou pornography’s influence on them have to be
tempered by the posshility of ... self-serving motiva-
tions auch as avoiding self-blame or adverse conse-
guences within a penal or assesgnent setting’( p. 17). In
the same study, Howitt also reported on detailed inter-
views of 11 “paedophiliac sex offenders’ and noted “...
no clear-cut causa link has been demonstrated between
amourts of or earliest exposure to panography and sex
crime” (p.17). He oncluded “While pornography is a
feaure of the lives of a propation d paedophiles, a
simple dired causal effect on dfending is not supparted
by the case studies’ (p. 24) .
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Regarding the use of erotica @ an aid to mastur-
bation, “Frequently” was reported by 62.9% of the 310
who chose to respond,“Occasionaly” by 26.1%, “Rare-
ly” by 6.5%, and“Never” by 4.5%.

93.183% reported that they had never or rarely
shared boy eroticawith boys, and 65.11% that they never
or rarely heard of others doing so. Awareness of dired
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aacessof boy eroticaby boys themselves was reported as
norexistent to rare by 82.55% of the respondents.

There ae frequent claims by many people that
boy erotica incites crimes, debases viewers, and, as such,
shoud be vigorously proseauted with the eventual hope
and am of eradicaion. However, neither the dams of
harm, na the suppacsed benefits of a qusade against the
use of boy erotica are in any way suppated by the pre-
sent or any other credible data.

In May 2004, a new data gathering projed was
launched, this time direded spedficdly and exclusively
a older males who had had a willi ng boyhood relation
ship with an dder male which included a sexua compo-
nent invalving at least genital touching. The purpose of
this ongoing investigation is to build a profil e of the long
term effeds of such willing relationships. An opional
sedion was added at the end d the questionraire which
inqured abou being photographed nuce or while en-
gaged in sexual ads aone or with athers. It was not ex-
peded that there would be asignificant resporse to this
sedion, bu a surprising 41% (N=29) of those who have
responced so far have completed this “erotica” section.

Lessthan 10 such phdo sessons (as oppased to
numbers of pictures) were reported by 13 of the re-
sponaents, 10-49 by 9, 5099 by 2, and 100 @ more by
5. The nature of the sessions were described as “spon
taneous’ by 13, “not unexpeded” by 8, “expeded” by 4,
and “planned” by 5. While most of these sessons could
probably be mnsidered “amateur,” a few would sean to
have been at least somewhat “ profesgonal.”

Most (16) reported that the pictures were taken by
a principa older male with whom the responcent had a
willing relationship, and 5 reported that an additional
older male was involved. Peas were reported as taking
the pictures on 4 @casions, and an adult male other than
their principal friend on3.

There ae members of the Psychdogy Industry
and the media who love to make solemn dedarations
abou the terrible harm that is dore to boys who pose for
erotic pictures. They don’'t need any evidence they just
“know” that what they say is ©. A recent article by lan
Craig (2009 in the Manchester (UK) News Online
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guaes Home Office Minister Paul Goggins as gating:
"Every image of a dild that appears on the internet is a
picture of a diild that's abused and that must be firmly
fixed in ou minds as akey priority.” But the data that are
pre-sented here certainly paint a radicdly different
picture, the responcents in these phao sessons report
that they were aimost universaly willi ng to participate &
the time, have few retroadive regrets, and largely report
either neutral or pasitive fedings abou their experiences.

It is also interesting to note that at least one
member of the judicia profesgonis taking a second look
a these isaues. Hiller (1999 wrote that Madame Justice
Mary Southin o Vancouver, BC, Canada, “made
headlines in April when she said society’s views toward
child panography may change over time, perhaps to the
point where it becomes aaceptable.” Hill er further cites
Tom Woods, of the Vancouwver, BC, law review The
Advocate, who describes Judge Southin: “She is
considered here to be arespeded, hard-working judge
who has what | would cdl a schdarly approach to the
law. She's a tough judge.... She's ... not afraid of ... a
dedsion that she may anticipate being unpopuiar.” Matas
(1999 quaes Southin as gating during the goped of a
high profile ruling regarding posssson d child
pornogaphy: “We have to reagnize that our views
abou these matters might change radicdly. Society’s
view may change radicaly over a very short period d
time.” Southin also compared the present laws on child
pornogaphy to Prohibition (of alcohd) in the United
States: “Look at the results. It did na stop anything. It
just made it worse” (op. cit.).
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Eleven

Sanity: an Approach based on
Rationality rather than Hysteria

The arrrent pulic perceptions of the effects on
older males of viewing BE and d sexualy expressed
friendships between boys and dder males are largely
based on misinformation and urfounded suppasitions. It
is not unredistic to think of these bogus perceptions as
societal psychases bordering on a form of mob mentality.
Bernard (1997) observed:

Human beings have the tendency nat to make judg-
ments based on fads, espedally in sexua matters,
but rather on simplified abstradions of redity. New
fads, including scientific research, are generaly naot
aacepted or respeded.

Some of these misperceptions have their sourcein
the “child sexua abuse” doctrine which is the central
tenet of victimologicd theory suppated by such people
as Finkelhor (1984), Spiegel (2000, Dalam et al.
(2002, etc. This doctrine is promoted by a wide range of
esentiadly radicd and sef-serving factions, which
Jenkins (1998 lists as “therapists and psychiatrists,
criminal-justice aministrators, women's groups, sexud
reformers and libertarians, and moral traditionali sts and
conservatives.” Jenkins further implicaes “the news
media and popdar fiction a acalemic or professond
sources’ as the means by which “child sexua abuse”
doctrineis projeded (p. 5.

Central to the “child sexual abuse” doctrine is the
concept that any older male who participates in any form
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of sexua adivity with a boy, who is even inclined to-
ward such activities, or who enjoys BE, is an emotionally
disturbed and depraved psychopath, someone who ladks
sanity and is smply mentally ill. However, the respon
dents in this current sample of self-identified BPM sean
to be largely free from emotional problems, and most
appea in their own estimation to be psychologicaly
ressonably well adjusted. Their educdiona leve is
above average, and they indicde that their relationships
at work and hame are generally good. The vast mgority
of those who have had relationships with boys report
being concerned with the welfare and mentoring d the
boy as much or more than with the sexual asped of the
relationship. Such relationships also tend to be long term,
over 60% lasting beyond the diildhoodand adolescence
of the boy and developing into adult friendships. Thereis
no evidence aawywhere in the arrent data that any
appredable percentage of these people ae psychotic, if
anything, they exhibit a degree of mental health and
sanity which is above average.

The viewing and/or reading of BE seems to have
little or no regative dfed on the responcents’ overal
mental hedth and well being, nar does it seem, in some
85% of the respondents, to creae or amplify any desire
or tendency to adively seek out boys for purely sexual
purpcses — onthe wntrary, responcdents who wrote com-
ments generally state that such viewing and/or realing
adually sublimates and redireds their sexual energies
away from attempted or adual sexua contad with boys,
and as a result that they fed they are less rather than
more inclined to seek out boys for sexual gratification.

Jenkins (2001), while describing child panog-
raphy onthe Internet as “beyondtolerance,” concentrated
on the prevalence and negative dfeds of erotica featur-
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ing grls, while heis largely silent on the isaue of erotica
feauring boys. Bauserman (2003 aso notes this dif-
ference in hisreview of Jenkins' book. This would seem
to be a substantial and important distinction, and one that
also explains and justifies the asence of any discusson
of the dfeds and iswues of “girl erotica” in this present
book. That isaue requires a completely different inves-
tigation o atotally different group of people.

It isinteresting to nae that, in contrast to the wmn-
clusions of scientific and empiricd reseach in this area
(e.g. Howitt,1999, the genera pubic, and even some
professonals, apparently see a dired cause-and-effed
relationship between the viewing and/or reading of BE
by BPM and subsequent sexual encourters with boys.
The causes and reasons for this divergence between pee
reviewed empiricd research on ore hand and subedive
opinions on the other are nat the subject of this book, bu
such views are typified by the following examples: When
lan Buruma, writing in The Guardian Weely (2002,
raised questions abou the dfeds of “child pornog-
raphy,” John Carr, Internet adviser of NCH, which adver-
tises itself as “one of the UK’s lealing children’s chari-
ties,” made the following ursuppated asrtion: “There
is a body of evidence from both the UK and the US
showing correlation between the possesson of child
pornogaphy and involvement in adual sexual abuse of
children,” and Roger Darlington, Chair, Internet Watch
Foundhtion, states, again withou corrobaration, that “...a
significant propation d those accesng such images go
on to commit abuse themselves” In New Zedand,
Detedive Sergeant Mark Churches (Holmes, 197) states
“... | think there is a progresson from merely sitting
there and watching, fantasizing abou that sort of thing,
toadualy daingitinredity.”
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Further exacebating the situation, many of thase
who propound such assumptions make no dstinction
between genders or between al of the many and varied
behaviors which are included in “pedoplilia.” They con-
sider BE to be aspecific with “Child Pornography,”
BPM are indiscriminately lumped in with “Pedophil es,”
and, acording to authors such as Finkelhor (1984), each
and every boy/older male sexual encounter constitutes
“Child Sexual Abuse.” However, these widely used
labels ladk gender spedficity, they are poaly defined,
overly inclusive, and pejorative, and as such they are in-
appropriate in any objective scientific investigation and
discusson (Okami, 199Q. Some dternative “more
thoughtful” and less value-laden and judgmental terms
were suggested by Rind et al.(1998, deprecaed by
Ondersma et al. (2001, and subsequently defended by
Rindet al. (2007).

In the light of the data reported and dscussed in
this gudy, aswell asin Howitt (1995 and aher previous
studies, there would seem to be very littl e suppat for the
perception by society and some professonals that the
viewing and/or reading of BE is a substantive causative
fador in adual or potential sexual contads and adivities
between BPM and minor males. As emphasized by com-
ments from respordents to the survey, the denia of
availability of the benefits of what these self-identified
BPM experience and describe & the innocuous and
benign dversionary and substitutionary use of BE could
result in an increased, rather than decreased, pdential for
them to adively seek out boys for sexual purposes.

The implicaions of the aurrent and previous re-
seach as they relate to pubic perception and pdicy
shoud be obwvious to all. However, Mirkin (2000) notes:
“When sexual issies are invadved, the rules are dif-
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ferent...(p. 8) The relationship between empirical find-
ings and change in pdicy is complex (p. 87. Since
pasgons are high on current issues, it is far harder to
examine them...” (p. 89). Odllerich (2000), spe&ing of
“Child Sexua Abuse,” recommends. “(1) Educate the
community abou the myths... (2) Undertake research in
the aea of adult/noradult sexual behavior that is shorn of
the ideologicd basis that has contaminated much o the
research in this area” (p.77). The observations of these
two respected reseachers are equally applicable to this
current research and to its applicaion to pubic padlicy.

In the ealy part of the 20" century, a disastrous
experiment was conducted, using the entire popuation d
the United States as mostly unwilli ng subjects. Thornton
(1991 describes “National prohibition o alcohd (1920
33), the ‘node eperiment’ [that] was undertaken to
reduce ¢ime and corruption, solve socia problems,
reduce the tax burden created by prisons and parhouses,
andimprove hedth and hygienein America” Toward the
end d his lengthy article, which, being an Internet doc-
ument, has no page numbers, Thornton concludes “...
Prohibition dd na adieve its goals. Insteal, it added to
the problems it was intended to solve and supplanted
other ways of addressng problems. The only bene-
ficiaries of Prohibition were bodleggers, crime bosss,
and the forces of big government.”

The wars of terror that are arrently being con-
ducted against the innocuous and often beneficial view-
ing and/or reading of erotic images/stories involving
boys, as well as against consensual sexualy expressed
relationships between boys and their older male friends,
are dso nahing more than ill-concaved experiments.
However, these campaigns canna be described as
“nole” because they claim to addressa problem which
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canna be shown to exist outside the perverse imagin-
ations of those @wnducting and/or condonng these wars.
Previous smilar experiments, which were inflicted pri-
marily on the mae population, included the patholo-
gizing and attempted eradicaion d masturbation and
homosexuality. Both of these unsuccesdul experiments
were eventually recognized for what they were, i.e.,
ridiculous attempts to ignore the undeniable fads of
basic male sexuality. And their proporents were eventu-
ally forced to concede the error of their ways and aban-
dontheir positions, bu not before much irreparable harm
had been dane to innumerable boys and dder males.

In addition to being misdireded, the condwcting
of these wars of terror wastes a considerable anourt of
law enforcement, prosecutorial, and prison resources that
could better be utili zed in deding with such things as the
parental physical and emotional abuse of children. But
the Internet “sting” operations, whase primary effed isto
turn inquisitive dtizens into criminals, can be and are
splattered aaoss the front page of newspapers, thus
creding the illusion that law enforcement agencies are
acompli shing something worthwhil e, when in reality the
vast majority of those identified and apprehended have
never harmed a dild. The “crimes’ with which these
victims of law enforcement are charged are largely only
artifads of the perversely sexophohc mindset of a few
radicd activists who have managed to inflict their
warped thinking on society.

It must be emphasized that sexua crimes against
boys by older males do accur. Sex which is forced upon
any unwilli ng person, yourg or old, male or female, is
criminal by its very nature. Such crimes are — or at least
shoud be — quite aequately addressed by socia and
legal sanctions against physicd assault. But it is simply
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unredistic, as well as unconscionable, to wrongly apply
these same sanctions against consensua ads between
willi ng persons, young or old, male or female.

We must aso fae up to the fad that a small
minority of BPM are adversely affeded by the viewing
of BE. There is even a smadler percentage that use
bribery, force, and/or drugs to induce boys to perform
nuce and erotic ads in order to produce some of the
images and videos which have become ubiquitous on the
Internet. We may compare these misanthropes to the
boaleggers and crime bosses who profited by the
prohibition d alcohd in the 19205, and we may credit
their existence to the aurrent crusade of sexual prohi-
bition. But it is equally and more pertinently true that the
vast mgjority of those who uilize these images and
stories are not adversely affeded. Furthermore, so far as
the limited evidence indicates, the vast mgjority of boys
who pae for these images are doing so of their own free
will, sometimes even at their own initiation, and are dso
not adversely aff ected.

Society desperately needs to abandon the fanta-
sies uponwhich the “moral” justifications of the wars of
terror against the viewing of BE, and against sexually
expressed friendships between boys and their older male
friends, are so inappropriately based. It is evident from
this current study, as well as other ealier studies, that the
sexual proclivities and consensua adivities of boys and
older males, including the use of BE, canna be shown
from the data to be harmful. Even those occurrences
which may be nonconsensual are & the very worst only
minimally harmful, and then only in afew isolated cases.
Furthermore, the vast mgjority of such activities are not
only benign rather that harmful, bu many are acdualy
beneficial to al who areinvolved.
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It is time to consign the war of terror against BE,
and against consensua sexually expressed relationships
between boys and their older male friends, to the same
trash heg alrealy occupied by the late and urdamented
wars against masturbation and hamosexuality. It will bea
better world when the rights of boys to the expresson d
their own sexuality, and the rights of older males to bah
view and accept younger male sexuality, are no longer
wrongfully abrogated through the misdirected efforts of a
few self-righteous zedots who insist on trying to inflict
their perverted views on al of mankind.
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
